County and the City of Fresno Parks, Recreation & 
Community Services Aquatics Program provided 

free swimming lessons for children who may not otherwise 
have been able to afford them.

This summer a total of two hundred swimming lessons 
were offered at � ve sites.  The project was made possible by 
a $2,000 donation from the Water Safety Council.  This is 
the third successful year of this effort.  To extend the reach of 
the program, the City of Fresno offered lessons at a reduced 
cost (from $20 per child to $10) which doubled participation 
to 200 children.   

Why Swimming Lessons Are Important

The National Safety Council reports that drowning is the 
second leading cause of unintentional injury and death of 
children ages 1-14 years.  Near-drowning injuries, chie� y 
brain damage, can be devastating to children who survive 
being submerged in water.  Swimming lessons for children 
dramatically reduce the likelihood of drowning.
